Rates

Camp rates vary by type of camp and are listed on the registration form.  Your child may attend as many camps as you wish.  There is always more to be learned!

Payments

A deposit of $100 for each week of camp is required at the time of registration.  The registration deadline for each camp is the first of the month preceding the month in which each camp is held (i.e. May 1st for June camps, June 1st for July camps and July 1st for August camps).  The balance of the amount due for camp is payable on the first day of camp.  We do accept post-dated checks, provided they are dated no later than the registration deadline (for the first $100) and the first day of camp (for the balance).  We accept all major credit cards and banking cards.

Refunds

No cash refunds will be made in the event of cancellation for any reason.  You may be able to transfer your credits to another week, to another person or to traditional riding lessons - if we are notified of your change in plans prior to the registration deadline or if the cancellation is of an emergency nature.  Transfer of credits will be on a weekly basis only and not for daily absences.

Camp Size

The total participants in each camp will be limited to 16 mounted campers.

Other Programs

Centaur Rising offers private and group riding lessons year-round, including the days during which Horse Camp is offered.  About one-third of our students are adults.  We also teach pre-schoolers.  We have an After-School-at-the-Stable program during the school year.  We host Rocky Mountain Dressage Society sanctioned shows in the summertime. Centaur Rising (CR) Horse Camps take place in a carefully preserved natural setting at Anchorage Farm. Our Leadership Camp develops the teaching and supervisory skills of the ongoing students of Centaur Rising.  This commitment to further developing our students results in a strong sense of community.  Past graduates have gone on to make exceptional contributions to the “common good” in many different ways.  Leadership Camp is an integral part of our overall Horse Camp program.
