Leadership Camp is an intensive four- to six-week program.  It is designed to inspire, encourage and instruct youth in their development of leadership qualities in a supportive community environment.

The riding stable provides an excellent medium for the education of leadership skills.  It gives students an opportunity to transfer principles to practice.  It gives them the opportunity to improve their horsemanship and riding skills in the same program1.

Consistent with the missions of Centaur Rising, Leadership Campers will participate in activities designed to develop confidence, communication skills, compassion and commitment.  Each week will emphasize one of six Leadership Characteristics: Compassion, Helpfulness, Responsibility, Integrity, Self-Discipline and Determination.  Each characteristic builds upon the last.  For example, having compassion instills a desire to be helpful.  Being helpful inspires responsibility.

As the weeks progress, campers will learn the value of a positive “work ethic”, of exhibiting honesty and perseverance and of living intentionally.  They will improve their riding skills, their knowledge of horses and the ability to teach and supervise others.

Measurable objectives will be used to track each camper’s personal growth.  As students progress, they will be given incentives, opportunities and added responsibilities.  They will have the opportunity to teach what they have learned to students concurrently enrolled in traditional Horse Camp.  They will thus be able to immediately practice the leadership skills they have learned.  This is possible only due to our new structured, supportive, adult-supervised environment.

We are very excited to be able to offer a specific Leadership Camp this year.  Although we have long endeavored to do all these things, our current excellent staff now make it possible.  We do hope you will join us in an effort that will help your child feel more confident and capable.
